We need to start young to teach and educate on the importance of movement to keep muscles strong.  Educate on why movement helps to prevent diseases later in life. Movement can be fun!





JumpStart is a transition to Kindergarten program that ensures parents and students know what to expect for their first year in school.





Vicki will discuss research supporting instructional directions that can be game changers in promoting and enhancing students’ reading comprehension.  Comprehension instruction can be more robust when arousing students’ curiosity and question asking, deepening comprehension of content, teaching central concepts, and encouraging students’ productions.  Such instruction is designed to relate students’ life experiences and literacy learning, to building trusting relationships with students’, and to enable them to realize their own capabilities.





An informal discussion and exchange of ideas regarding the writing process in the classroom and its similarities to the publishing process in “the real world” will be the focus of this session.
